On Ascension Day, June 2, I am offi-

cially installed as your rector.  The 

past four months or so have been 

the beginnings of a dance between 

us.  A chance to come to know one 

another and start the beginnings of our relationship with 

one another. 

So now the real work begins! 

I cannot say enough how delighted Melissa and I are to 

be here with you, the people of St. Markõs.  We are enjoy-

ing our return to New England small town life, we have 

been so very grateful for a wonderful rectory, and above 

all else, we truly feel blessed to be living among you. 

As we enter our first summer together, I am excited 

about two things: first, a chance to spend more time get-

ting to know you through informal conversations and 

visits, and, second, a new worship experience on Sunday 

mornings. 

This summer, Iõd love to see as many of you informally 

as I can.  Iõd love to hear about your dreams, about how 

you have experienced God in your life, how you came to 

find St. Markõs.  So give me a call or send me an email to 

set up some time to visit, go for a coffee at the Red 

Barn, or take a stroll around the reservoir trails.

The other worship service on Sundays will take place 

at 9:30am (a change) and in Stephenõs Hallñour air-

conditioned fellowship hall space.  The worship will be 

more informal, with a soft space for our youngest mem-

bers to play.  Our music will come from gifted people 

both within and without our community in a Sunday 

morning unplugged sort of way.  Our worship will always 

have Eucharist, and the prayers will be some new ones 

with a slightly different format.  The whole affair will be 

casual and relaxed: people can wear their shorts, chil-

dren will always have kidsõ bulletins and paper to draw 

on, and the homilies will be extemporaneous, making 

the Christian faith accessible to all ages. 

I know tradition has been that St. Markõs nearly draws 

the shutters in the summer, and time away is both good 

and absolutely needed.  My hope is that while you are in 

town during the summer, youõll seek out a chance to 

connect with others and with God in a more relaxed sum-

mertime sort of way.  We need that time together in wor-

ship.  I look forward to this summer and to the time 

ahead as your rector.
