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THE RECTOR’S WORD  by Rev. Phil LaBelle 

I‘m struck by how people make decisions for 

their lives.  Some go by gut instinct.  Others lay 

out the classic pro and con list.  Some get advice 

from trusted friends.  Many sleep on it.  Probably 

too many of us fly by the seat of our pants. 

In church circles we often talk about discernment when it 

comes to big decisions, like the calling of a new rector.  Dis-

cernment honors God‘s place in our lives and the way we go 

about making decisions.  In other words, we recognize that 

what we do with our lives isn‘t just about us and our desires; 

it also includes God. 

Over the summer a group of a dozen people or so have been 

meeting faithfully each week to discern what God is wanting 

us to do in relation to our youth and their faith formation.  

These members of St. Mark‘s care deeply about our young 

people, about the children who will be entering their teen 

years soon, and how we communicate our faith in Christ to 

them in a meaningful and life-changing way. 

We met without full agendas.  We took time to pray and read 

scripture and be silent together and see what bubbled up.  

We knew we were there to talk about our youth and their rela-

tion to St. Mark‘s, but we wanted to be open to what God was 

wanting us to do. 

Rather than finding solutions to problems that may or may 

not exist, we asked God to show us what He is calling us to 

do.  Now we‘re listening to one another and to Him.  As of this 

writing, we‘re still having these conversations, but I can hon-

estly say I have been blown away by what has surfaced and 

the way in which God is asking us to participate in the lives of 

our youth and in the lives of parents as well.  So stay tuned! 

In the meantime, how are you inviting God into your deci-

sions?  What about your relationship to St. Mark‘s?  The ves-

try is beginning a listening process as well to see what God is 

wanting us to focus on as we join in bringing about Christ‘s 

kingdom to this place at this time.  We‘re doing this infor-

mally—having coffee with parishioners or chatting after a ser-

vice—and it leads us to better listen to what God is saying to 

you. 

You read that right.  What is God saying to you about the fu-

ture direction of St. Mark‘s?  I‘m a firm believer that God 

works among the people gathered in faithful worship and, 

together with all of us, creates a vision for where we are 

headed next.  It‘s not just what God tells me as your priest, or 

what the vestry hopes to achieve this year.  God uses the peo-

ple who are assembled here to cast a vision for this gathering 

of disciples. 

God uses all of us.  And God shares with all of us the desires 

God has for our community.  So I hope you‘ll call a vestry 

member and share some thoughts, or send me an email 

(phil@stmarkssouthborough.org) so we can chat at Starbucks 

or the Red Barn.  It‘s in community that we listen for God and 

listen to one another.  

There‘s one other thing I‘d like to tell you about: as many of 

you know our Jr. Warden Tom Rossetti has moved to North 

Carolina with his family.  At our meeting in June, the Vestry on 

behalf of the parish, voted for Kristin Romine—a current ves-

try member—to finish out Tom‘s term until our next Annual 

Meeting.  I am very excited about the many gifts Kristin brings 

to this position and know she will be an asset to me and to 

this parish in this leadership role. 

Additionally, Fritz Freeman recently resigned his position on 

the vestry, wanting to focus more of his energies away from 

church business to other areas of his life.  He‘ll still be lead-

ing the charge on the Men‘s Breakfast and other things, and I 

am grateful for his service to St. Mark‘s.   

With Kristin‘s moving to Jr. Warden and Fritz‘s resignation, 

the vestry has unanimously chosen Mary Coogan and Rose-

mary Nelson to fill the two open slots on the vestry.  We‘re so 

pleased that God has raised up these two wonderful people 

to help lead in this way. 

I am excited for all that the Fall brings and God‘s desires for 

us together!  Know that you all are in my prayers.

Transitions:  Grief, Grace, and Growth 
On Saturday, October 22, Dr. Sheila Rheindl will offer our community a day's workshop entitled "Grief, 

Grace, and Growth."  Sheila describes the workshop as follows: 

―In this retreat, we will draw upon meditation, reflective exercises, dialogue, and discussion to attend 

to the transitions we face in our lives.  Transitions, even those we regard as "good" transitions, inevitably involve loss.  Losses 

can take many forms -- from surviving the death of someone close; to coping with the end of a relationship; to dealing with in-

jury, illness, or aging; to negotiating the changes we face as our children, parents, partners, and friends develop (or decline); to 

missing a place we considered home; to adjusting to a job loss, a new job, or retirement; to reckoning with changes in our sense 

of purpose or place in life. 

We will consider the following fundamentals:  What do we grieve?  Why do we grieve?  Must we grieve?  How do we grieve?  How 

do we experience God's grace in the face of loss?  What sort of growth comes with grieving loss and receiving grace?  And 

where is there room for joy or ease in the midst of it all?‖ 

Sheila Reindl, Ed.D., is a psychologist who serves as the Associate Director of the Bureau of Study Counsel of Harvard University 

and has a private practice of psychotherapy in Cambridge, Massachusetts.  Her interests include issues of grief and loss; proc-

esses of recovery and change; the development of self-regulation and the ability to tolerate the pain that is inevitable in life; 

how people learn to love; generativity, in particular how we lend our energy, talents, time, and care in the service of something 

beyond the self; and the role of curiosity, playfulness, and acceptance of imperfection in our relationship with self, others, and 

our creative endeavors.

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PARISH PERSPECTIVES 

òThe Heartbreak of Haiti.ó  Being witness to 

extreme poverty, lack of the most basic services and 

overwhelming destruction was only part of a truly unfor-

gettable, spiritual experience for five members of St. 

Mark‘s who participated in a mission trip to Haiti with 20 

other adults and teens from Massachusetts during the 

week of July 9 - 16. 

They were there with Mission E4 (ME4) to help with the 

rebuilding that continues following the devastating earth-

quake in 2010.  Marta von Loewenfeldt, Marta Garcia, 

Caleb Colwell, and Deb and Annie Quinones flew into 

Port-au-Prince on Saturday and made their way to the 

village of Carfu to find their lodging at Villa Ormiso, a 

large compound for ME4 volunteers just outside the city 

of Leogane. 

The ―Villa‖ compound was extremely old, but the volun-

teers found it a paradise compared to the devastation 

that existed for local Haitians outside its thick walls.  The 

Villa, filled with fruit and shade trees, consisted of one 

large building, used as a worship space and meeting 

hall, and several smaller cottages. 

The cottages, which the volunteers called home for the 

week, each housed two to six individuals, equipped with 

twin beds and a small bathroom with a toilet, sink and 

shower that drew only cold water.  The water pressure, 

already weak, was reduced to almost a trickle when the 

volunteers all tried to get ready in the morning.  Volun-

teers also did their best to ignore the spiders and other 

insects in the corners of the cottage as they went to 

sleep or took a hurried shower. 

Each day offi-

cially began with 

a 6:00 am wake-

up call, a wor-

ship service of 

singing and de-

votionals led by 

members of the 

mission group, 

and breakfast.  

Deb Q. and 

Marta vL. each led devotionals during the week.  Dinner 

was at 6:00 pm each evening; as promised, the food 

prepared by local Haitian cooks was outstanding.  Dinner 

was followed by another worship service.  Scott Long, 

founder and president of ME4, and his son, Taran, used 

this time to teach and to help the volunteers try to see 

the world through God‘s eyes. 

Sunday was a special day of worship at village churches 

in Lacul and Leogane.  The volunteers spent two hours 

singing, listening to scripture and having the opportunity 

to witness and share communion. 

Mission E4 operates churches and schools in the vil-

lages of Leogane, Fauche and Lacul.  In Leogane, there 

is also a girls‘ orphanage and new high school/trade 

school is being built.  An orphanage that will house 30 

boys is under construction in Fauche.  For $60 a month, 

sponsors can support an orphaned boy or girl.  For $32 a 

month, sponsors can provide local children with year-

round school, one nourishing meal every day, a new set 

of books and school clothes each year and free medical 

care. 

Monday through Wednesday, the ME4 workers were di-

vided into two teams and transported in small buses 

that had jump seats down the center aisle.  They trav-

eled through crowded city streets and then the country-

side to the villages of Leogane and Fauche, where major 

projects awaited them. 

The road trips were an adventure in themselves because 

there are no paved roads or traffic controls in Haiti.  Dur-

ing the hour-long 

bus rides, they 

passed town 

after town of 

collapsed build-

ings, shanty 

homes and 

camps for chol-

era victims.  For 

safety, ME4 has 

strict rules that 

the volunteers always walk in teams and have no con-

tact with local Haitians other than their sponsored child 

or Mission E4 workers. 

Leogane, the voodoo capital of the world, is home to 

ME4‘s girls‘ orphanage founded by Pastor and Madame 

Bazille.  The girls‘ dormitory is made up of seven rooms 

of plywood walls and floors in a building half the size of 

Stevens Hall.  It includes two bathrooms, a small kitchen 

with a stove, and bedrooms with bunkbeds.  Marta G. 

and Caleb, helped build a lower ceiling and install win-

dows and screens that have made the girls‘ dormitory 

much cooler and nearly mosquito proof. 

Marta vL. was assigned to work across the street where 

a high school/trade school was being built.  As her fellow 

volunteers hauled water from a jungle well and mixed 

gravel, sand and concrete to build a foundation in 100+-
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degree heat, Marta provided much needed bottled drink-

ing water and fulfilled other ―go-for‖ duties. 

Annie and 

Deb worked 

in Fauche, 

inside and 

around the 

building that 

the children 

use as both a 

school and a 

place of wor-

ship.  Annie 

and Deb spent the first three days repairing and painting 

the 18 benches that had been worn by use and expo-

sure to the elements.  They cleaned them, removing spi-

ders and their webs, used power tools to add reinforcing 

screws, sanded and painted.  When completed, six of 

the benches were red, six were blue and six were green.  

―By the time we finished, we were covered in paint, but 

the benches looked great!‖ laughed Deb. 

As the volunteers learned first hand, the northern and 

southern parts of Haiti are extremely different.  Haitians 

in the north are wealthier, better educated, and French-

speaking.  In the south, the majority of people live in ex-

treme poverty, are illiterate, and speak Creole.  Pastor 

and Madame Bazille, the founders of the girls‘ orphan-

age in Leogane, were originally from the wealthy north, 

but they felt called to leave their comfortable life and 

bring their family to the south to help change lives. 

They certainly changed the life of a little girl named 

Naomi.  The day after the earthquake, the Bazilles found 

a severely malnourished child living alone at the edge of 

a field.  Naomi had been subsisting on bits of moldy 

bread that people from the nearby village would occa-

sionally share with her.  Nearly starved, Naomi‘s stom-

ach eventually closed up, no longer able to accept food.  

But with the love and care of the Bazilles, and support 

from Naomi‘s US-sponsor, she is now thriving despite 

these extraordinary circumstances.  Marta G. and Annie 

both met six-year-old Naomi, who is, at a mere 20 

pounds, growing steadily and, Annie reports, ―is one of 

the smartest girls at the school.‖ 

The Bazille‘s orphanage has saved the lives of all the 25 

girls who live there.  Given Haiti‘s extreme poverty, or-

phans are 

not generally 

adopted.  

These 25 

girls will stay 

with the Ba-

zilles until 

they finish 

college and 

marry.  As Pastor Bazille says, ―We are their family.‖  In-

deed, they call Pastor Bazille, ―Papi‖.  And Annie Q. ob-

served a true ―sisterhood‖ between the girls, with the 

older ones helping the younger.  Just like regular par-

ents, the Bazilles are kind but strict.  They teach the girls 

practical skills like how to cook and clean and take care 

of a family. 

On Thursday, both hard-working crews traveled to the 

town of Fauche to help construct a boys‘ orphanage, 

which was the brainchild of a ME4 volunteer who sur-

vived the earthquake.  Some of the volunteers worked 

on the exterior framing, climbing high to build walls and 

rafters, and Deb found herself supporting a ladder for a 

fellow worker whom she discovered was from Hopkinton, 

so close to her own hometown.  Still others in the group, 

including Marta G., Caleb, and Annie, shoveled dirt and 

rocks to level the currently dirt floor.  As they worked, 

they saw the huge mound slowly diminish, giving them a 

great sense of accomplishment.  The gravel floor will be 

a vast improvement over the previous mud, which would 

flood easily during Haiti‘s frequent torrential rains. 

On Friday morning, some of the volunteers were able to 

enjoy a well-deserved opportunity for play in Leogane.  

They could have their hair braided and/or their nails 

done, services the girls from the orphanage provide to 

earn money.  Marta, Marta G., and Caleb shopped and 

purchased handcrafted items from the local shop (look 

for these at this year‘s Christmas Bazaar).  The group 

also used this time to connect with their sponsored chil-

dren, playing soccer, performing skits, and singing the 

Creole songs that they had learned during training. 

The young girls 

were fascinated 

by the volun-

teers‘ cameras 

and loved tak-

ing photos of 

themselves, 

quickly flipping 

the camera 

around to see 

the ―instant‖ 

image.  A youth 

named Christella really formed an attachment to Annie 

and took nearly 200 photos with her camera! 

The group spent a very special afternoon Friday in the 

village of Lacul, where they were greeted by swarms of 

children.  Annie found herself with a smaller child in 

each arm and two bigger children holding her hands.  

Everyone agreed, ―The kids were so cute!‖  There, they 

attended a worship service; again with lots of singing 

and dancing.  They had a chance to sing hymns in Eng-

lish, which the Haitians recognized and enjoyed.  The 

group then walked down to the ocean 
continued on pg.

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for a special bap-

tismal service 

where St. Mark‘s 

own Marta G. was 

among those bap-

tized.  The after-

noon celebration 

ended with the 

group enjoying 

special treats of 

sugar cane and 

coconut milk at the home of the local pastor. 

All five of our travelers were able to meet the children 

they sponsor.  Marta vL spent time with Steevenson, a 

15-year-old from Leogane who will be one of the first 

students to attend the new high school.  In Fauche, 

Caleb enjoyed playing soccer with his sponsor child, 

eight-year-old Wadlens. 

Marta G. sponsors five-year-old Belinda, ―the most ador-

able little girl you‘ve ever seen.‖  On their first meeting, 

Marta gave Belinda a large doll, which she was thrilled to 

receive.  When they met the next day little Belinda was 

still carrying her doll and had asked her mother to ar-

range her hair in the same style. 

Annie and Deb were introduced to Daphne, a beautiful 

orphan girl that the Quinones family sponsors.  Their 

meeting was especially poignant because they knew how 

close the little girl had once come to death.  Shortly be-

fore the earthquake, Daphne had been chosen as a voo-

doo sacrifice, and the ceremony would have taken place 

on the day the earthquake occurred.  The devastating 

earthquake not only saved Daphne‘s life, but introduced 

her to Christ.  She has come to know Christ‘s love, and 

over time the demons that had possessed her soul 

through voodoo 

have left her. 

After meeting 

Belinda and 

Daphne, Marta G. 

and Annie both felt 

compelled to per-

sonally support the 

children of Haiti.  

Marta became the 

sponsor of another 

little girl, Rose Car-

mel, and Annie sponsored Marie, another young school 

child.  Marta G. was also approved to be an official Mis-

sion E4 volunteer sponsor.  As such, she is now finding 

sponsors for 10 more children. 

What left the greatest impression on the five volunteers 

was the extreme poverty they witnessed throughout that 

part of Haiti.  ―It‘s heartbreaking,‖ said Marta vL.  A ma-

jority of people live in tent cities that sprang up following 

the devastation.  Because there are no sanitation ser-

vices, there is trash EVERYWHERE.  In an effort to re-

move some of the refuse, people regularly burn piles of 

it, leaving a foul smell in the air.  In fact, it is so perva-

sive, the volunteers refer to it as ―the smell of Haiti‖. 

They also regularly saw Haitians brushing their teeth or 

bathing themselves in puddles.  For most, it‘s a day-by-

day existence.  ―People everywhere have set up make-

shift vendor carts to try to sell food or other things, just 

trying to survive another day,‖ observed Deb.  Marta vL, 

Caleb and Marta saw vendors selling mud-pies, which 

many of Haiti‘s poor eat to stave off the pain of hunger. 

It‘s difficult to witness such a desperate situation and 

yet feel powerless to rectify it.  However, Marta vL 

summed it up this way, ―You just have to keep telling 

yourself that all you can do is help one child at a time; 

one generation at a time.  As a newfound ME4 friend 

says, ―When you feel like asking God, ‗Why aren‘t you 

doing anything about this?‘ He answers, ‗I am; I created 

you.‘‖ 

In addition to the construction and clean-up help these 

volunteers provided, they also brought supplies with 

them.  Besides their own luggage, Marta, Marta, and 

Caleb carried three large extra suitcases full of school 

supplies and other items for the girls‘ orphanage/school.  

These supplies were purchased with the money raised 

through the Youth Group bake sale held in the spring.  

Deb and Annie traveled with three extra suitcases on 

behalf of Mission E4, carrying food and water for the 

workers as well as things for the children, like Beanie 

Babies, clothes, and notebooks. 

They were up at 4:30am to leave on Saturday.  It was 

the end of their trip, but only the beginning of a real com-

mitment to help the people of Haiti as much as they can.  

Marta vL and Annie are already talking about a return 

trip next year. 

With several projects ongoing, Mission E4 leads mission 

trips to Haiti in July, October, and January each year.  

Anyone seeking more information regarding a mission 

trip or sponsoring a child should reach out to Marta vL, 

Deb, or Marta G.  The experience will be life-changing.
